National and International News

· Global Fairtrade sales rose by 22% in 2008. Sales of FT products grew by at least 50% in 7 countries including Australia & New Zealand (72%), Canada (67%), Germany (50%) & Sweden (75%).
The largest markets for Fairtrade continued to experience strong growth – 43% in UK & 10% in USA. The UK remains the biggest European market for Fairtrade by big margin. 

Fairtrade products also gained in popularity in a number of new markets including Eastern Europe, East Asia & South Africa.

The Fairtrade products that grew fastest in 2008 were Tea and Cotton goods.

Like many organisations, they are tied into a contract for their coffee machine and find the supplier’s Fairtrade option just too expensive. However, we are keeping in touch with them and hope that things can change soon.
