· The earthquake in Chile has had a serious impact on some Fairtrade wine growers especially those who sell through Traidcraft. Cracking of metal vats has caused a serious loss of finished wine ready for shipment. The quake has also damaged irrigation systems and put the growing vines at risk. · Ben and Jerry’s Ice Cream has committed to go 100% Fairtrade in the UK and Europe by the end of 2011 and globally by 2013. Every ingredient that can be Fairtrade – from sugar to nuts to cocoa – will be by then.
· In response to pressure from school and college students across the country, Tesco has agreed to double the number of Fairtrade cotton school uniforms that they stock. The aim (spearheaded by the student pressure group People and Planet) is to convert all cotton school uniforms to Fairtrade by 2015. At a time when cotton farmers in India and West Africa are struggling wit the economic crisis, this campaign is of vital importance. To find out more and how you help. Mojitos are traditionally served in a long glass and just stirred in the glass, not shaken. Adjust the lemonade to taste.
Cuban Mojito
2 measures of Fairtrade white rum 

Crushed mint

Squeeze of Fairtrade lime juice

Lemonade 

Fairtrade lime wedges

Crushed ice

To Make

Put crushed mint and ice into a glass

Squeeze lime juice on top

Add rum

Top up with lemonade to taste

Decorate with lime wedges
