In the Summer 2009 ‘Action Aid’ magazine appeared a disturbing article about a community of farmers in Uganda who were forcibly evicted from their land - with the connivance of the Ugandan government – to make way for a new coffee plantation run by a multinational company. The villagers are fighting back through the courts but the life they have lost will never be the same again.
Not all coffee companies behave in this way but with global trade and the power of the multinationals, it is often hard to be sure about the ethics of what you consume.

By buying Fairtrade where you can, you can be sure that the growers have been treated fairly and that some of the worst injustices of global trade have been avoided.
